ICLEI Oceania provides an online reporting 

system allowing the efficient development of 

council and community emissions profiles, as 

well as tools for calculating emissions abatement 

from actions.

Facilitated in-house and regional workshops, 

as well as one-on-one and direct telephone 

assistance from ICLEI Oceania staff, continues 

to provide the backbone of ongoing programme 

support to assist CCP local government officers.

Financial Support

The Australian Government, through the AGO, 

provides direct financial assistance to help CCP 

participants, with grants totalling $400 000 

distributed in 2005-06, and a further $400 000 

to be distributed in 2006-07. Eligible CCP local 

governments have each received $4000 through 

the Australian Government Inventory Assistance 

grants to facilitate access to specialist services 

to complete the inventories required to achieve 

Milestone 1, or to provide the support for local 

governments to complete the three elements 

required to achieve Milestone 5 and CCP Plus: 

Planning and Review.

Based on the success of the Community 

Abatement grants in 2005, the Australian 

Government again called for applications from 

eligible groupings of at least three CCP local 

government participants to receive one of the ten 

competitive Community Abatement grants  

of $28 000 to undertake community 

 greenhouse actions. 

Support, Services and Resources
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CCP Plus – Broadening, Accelerating  
and Strengthening CCP

The CCP Plus initiative offers local governments that  

have completed the initial milestone framework support  

in three key areas to continue their corporate and community  

emission reduction:

Planning and Review

Planning and Review provides councils with the 

opportunity to assess progress towards  

their reduction goals and reassess the strategic 

direction of the Local Action Plan (LAP), ensuring  

it is appropriately targeted where emissions, or 

emissions growth, are most significant. It also 

provides a valuable opportunity to highlight 

councils’ achievements and to assess key 

learnings.

Organisational Review

Local governments undertake an Organisational 

Review of internal systems that support CCP 

and greenhouse action within council. Using a 

specifically designed tool, local governments 

focus on reviewing key internal components 

identified as levers to assist in greenhouse 

action. Staff of ICLEI Oceania, in turn, provide 

councils with guidance on working towards a 

best practice approach to greenhouse action to 

ensure the long-term sustainability of their CCP 

programme.

Advancing Action Projects

Through Advancing Action Projects, ICLEI 

Oceania offers further support to CCP Plus 

councils to target key areas for greenhouse gas 

reduction, such as in community emissions and 

the more challenging corporate sub-sectors.

In 2006 CCP Australia delivered several 

Advancing Action Projects to councils that have 

reached CCP Plus. The first phase of these 

projects began across Australia in late 2005, with 

a second phase beginning in late 2006. 

The projects’ format is similar to the CCP 

milestone framework, including a gap analysis 

focused on councils’ current status and future 

opportunities, goal setting, action planning, 

implementation of actions, and re-evaluation. 

The projects are offered to state-based groupings 

of councils in order to strengthen regional 

networks, create opportunity for regional  

projects and funding, and overcome  

cross-boundary issues.

�Greenhouse Purchasing: Focusing on the 

purchase or procurement of products and 

services that reduce the greenhouse gas 

emissions from corporate operations. This is being 

delivered to groupings of councils in New South 

Wales and Western Australia.

�Sustainable Public Lighting: Assisting councils 

to change current public lighting infrastructure to 

more efficient technologies. This is being delivered 

to groupings of councils in Western Australia and 

South Australia.

�Sustainable Transport: Working to improve the 

capacity of local government to support sustainable 

transport and reduce greenhouse gas emissions 

in the corporate and community transport sectors. 

This is being delivered to groupings of councils in 

Queensland and New South Wales.

�Local Economic Development: Assisting  

councils to identify and undertake projects that 

deliver both greenhouse gas abatement and 

local economic development benefits for their 

communities. This is delivered to councils in  

Victoria with support from the State Government  

of Victoria.

�Eco-Innovative Cities: Supporting councils  

to explore opportunities for improving resource 

consumption in their corporate and community 

sectors.

Partners Around the Nation and Across the Globe

CCP continues to be recognised as the primary 

climate change programme for local government 

in Australia. Partnerships continue to develop 

as this innovative programme is strengthened 

and tailored to different communities throughout 

Australia. ICLEI Oceania partners with local, 

regional, state and national organisations to 

deliver the programme.

Collaborative relationships with the two national 

local government associations, the Australian 

Local Government Association (ALGA) and Local 

Government Managers Australia (LGMA), enable 

high profile events that recognise the continual 

and growing achievements of CCP participants. 

ICLEI Oceania is strengthening relationships 

with state local government associations to 

ensure an integrated approach to climate change 

issues throughout the country. ICLEI Oceania 

currently has a Memorandum of Understanding 

with the Western Australian Local Government 

Association, and is working with the other state 

bodies on future opportunities for collaboration. 

A recent collaboration with the Local Government 

Association of South Australia enabled the 

development of the South Australian  

Strategic Action Planning Guide for Sustainable 

Public Lighting.

The State Government of Victoria, through the 

Department of Sustainability and Environment, 

has again expanded its support of CCP, through 

CCP Victoria, allowing targeted programme 

support and innovative projects extending this 

relationship to over five years. 

In 2006 CCP Victoria has delivered:

�Tailored programme support and 

recruitment of rural and regional local 

governments; 

�Strategy development to accelerate the 

deployment of greenhouse gas reduction 

technologies in local communities;

�Extension of the successful Local  

Economic Development project;

�Development of a specific CCP  

Victoria Measures report;

�Research into biodiesel and opportunities 

for local government; and

�Development of the innovative Energise 

Business project to assist local 

governments to integrate sustainability  

into their local community of small to 

medium sized enterprises.

ICLEI Oceania continued to manage and 

update the Public Lighting Web Hub for 

local governments in Victoria, supported by 

Sustainability Victoria (www.energy-toolbox.vic.

gov.au/publiclighting). The Eco-Innovative Cities 

project was also delivered to Victorian councils in 

2006, in partnership with Sustainability Victoria 

and the Australian Centre for Science, Innovation 

and Society. 

The VicHealth foundation has continued its 

partnership with ICLEI Oceania, expanding the 

successful Walking School Bus quantification 

tool to include other Active Transport activities, 

calculating the benefits across the entire triple 

bottom line.

The CCP-New Zealand (CCP-NZ) programme 

is delivered in New Zealand in partnership with 

the Ministry for the Environment. Twenty-one 

councils have joined the CCP-NZ programme 

since it was launched in 2004. The participants 

include city, district and regional councils  

located in rural and urban areas of the north  

and south islands.

The City of Melbourne has worked closely with 

ICLEI Oceania to develop relationships and 

support for the future expansion of the CCP 

programme to China.

High Commendation 

The City of Darebin, a founding member of CCP Australia in Victoria, received a Local 

Greenhouse Action high commendation for its innovative web based Travel Reward 

Scheme called Going Places (at www.goingplaces.darebin.vic.gov.au/). The programme 

encourages the use of alternative modes of transport such as walking, cycling, public 

transport and carpooling thus reducing the reliance on single occupant motor 

vehicles. Going Places is a first for Australia – it uses the internet to reward 

residents for changing their travel behaviour. Rewards include daily metcards, 

backpacks, bike lights, movie vouchers and much more. The Going Places 

Card also offers members discounts at selected local shops encouraging 

them to support those businesses which support the programme.

The City of Darebin is at the forefront of travel behaviour  

change in this country. The website software is flexible enough  

to adapt to different budgets making it easily transferable  

for other councils.

The benefits demonstrated by the scheme are accumulating.  

They include environmental, health and wellbeing as well as 

social and economic. In its first 11 months, Going Places 

has over 380 members who have reduced greenhouse gas 

emissions by over 31 000 tonnes.

Local Greenhouse Action Award Winner

Each year the Australian Government, through  

the AGO, sponsors a greenhouse category of the 

prestigious National Awards for Local Government  

to showcase greenhouse leaders in CCP.

Darwin City Council’s Shoal Bay Landfill 

Renewable Energy Facility won the 2006  

Local Greenhouse Action Award at the  

gala National Awards for Local  

Government ceremony in Canberra  

on 27 November 2006.

Darwin City Council’s Regional Shoal Bay Waste 

Disposal Site accepts in excess of 96 000 tonnes of 

waste and 142 000 cubic metres of green waste every year and 

contributes to more than 46 000 tonnes of CO2e per year to the City’s 

greenhouse gas emissions. 

As part of its Road to Sustainability Programmes the council joined the CCP programme 

and entered into a partnerships with Land Management Services aimed at reducing 

landfill emissions. This was achieved through the construction of the first Renewable 

Energy Facility to capture landfill gases in a wet tropical environment. The landfill gases 

collected by the 1 MWh Power Station produce enough renewable energy to power in 

excess of 1 000 homes. 

The Shoal Bay Landfill Renewable Energy facility is a working example of true “triple 

bottom line” emissions reduction and is attracting significant media, community and 

stakeholder interest. 

Through this facility, Darwin City Council has taken the lead in implementing innovative 

technology which has delivered large scale abatement and a source of renewable energy  

for the whole community.
