3.9 The Local Community 
The demographic profile of the local community is described in the Community Impact Assessment 
prepared by Urbis and submitted as a part of this application.  The local community is identified by the 
following key characteristics: 

�  The total number of residents in the suburbs of Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra is 13,811. 

�  The suburbs of Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra have a higher proportion of people aged 55 years and 
older compared to Brisbane and Queensland overall. 

�  By 2011 the expected population of Brisbane will be between 1,969,444 and 2,046,307 people. By 
2026 this is expected to change between 2,395,266 and 2,807,476 people. 

�  Couple families without children made up 40.8% of the total number of families. This compared to 
37.8% of couple families without children living within Brisbane LGA. 

�  The most common languages spoken other than English in the three suburbs were Italian, Greek, 
Mandarin, German and Cantonese. 

�  The suburbs of Ascot and Hendra had a lower proportion of people who fully owned or were 
purchasing their home compared to Australia overall. 

�  Ascot and Hamilton had a significantly higher proportion of residents who were renting their home 
compared to the wider Australian population. 

�  The suburbs of Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra all had higher rates of full-time employment compared 
to the wider Brisbane LGA. 

�  Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra have significantly lower rates of unemployment compared to the 
Brisbane LGA and Queensland overall. 

�  The most prevalent employment category recorded for this area was professionals, representing 
around one quarter of the workforce in all three suburbs. 

�  The suburbs of Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra all had higher rates of full-time employment compared 
to the wider Brisbane LGA. 

�  People living in the suburbs of Ascot, Hamilton and Hendra reported higher incomes than the State 
average.
