
Science
• Using the pictures provided, get the

students to connect the various plants

and animals to create food chains.

• Working in groups, get the students 

to link one or more of the food chains 

to make a food web.

• Working in groups, ask the students to

figure out what would happen if one 

or more of the animals or plants were

removed from the chain.

Art
• Make papier mache models of the

animals in the food chain. Cut out a ‘lid’

for each animal so the children 

can create a ‘russian doll’ food web.

• Draw underwater scenes which show 

the animals that live together and 

make up a food chain.

Movement
The Food Web game

a. Give each child a picture of an animal 

in a food chain and attach it to them 

b. Connect the children and the food web

with string around each child’s waist

c. Once the web is set up, provide a number

of actions which affect an animal or

plant. The plant or animal affected pulls

on their wool to see who else gets hurt.

When a student feels a pull they need to

also pull the wool so they can see who

else gets hurt in the chain. Some things

that could happen are:

• we hunt out all the whales and there 

are no whales left 

• we fish out all the orange roughy 

from an area

• too much pollution enters the waters 

and causes a sludge which blocks out 

the sun (everyone should fall down).

The Chasing Game

a. Build on the idea of food chains by

having a chasing game. Give each child

a label again. Explain how in the ocean

animals and plants often move in a

group. They also huddle together

because if one is left behind, they are

usually eaten.

b. Ask all the organge roughy to hold

hands, all the krill to hold hands, etc.

Ask one child to be a whale, and

another a human.

c. Get the whale to chase the animals.

Get the human to chase the whale.

Don’t let go of each others hands!

Protect the team!

Language
• Ask the children to write a story or 

poem under the heading "when all 

the whales die".

• Have a debate on the topic "The world

will survive if one species dies".

Caring for our oceans
• Get the children to research whaling in

Australia. It used to be big business.

Now we have a whale sanctuary in the

Southern Ocean. Ask them why?
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
