
1 Why is it important to keep our oceans

healthy? How can you help? Discuss

how we can reduce water pollution,

litter, vandalism and trampling.

2 Fill a plastic tub with water and drop oil

into to show how oil and water don’t

mix. Let the students see how the oil

forms a layer on the water’s surface.

Then stir up the water. Let the students

see how the oil just breaks up into

smaller and smaller droplets. Now dip 

a bird feather into the oily water and

have the students try to clean the

feather using liquid detergent and a

brush. If you add pebbles to one end 

of the pan, the children can also see

what happens to oil on the rocks. This

exercise can be done with the students

breaking up into their own groups.

4 Create a "fish for the future" board.

Have each child draw a fish and

decorate. They must include a 

message about what they will do to

help protect the ocean for the future.
