species or areas subject to tree preservation orders contrary to.
the requirements of other laws, which goven their clearance.

Fire permits are also not approvals to burn during periods of
‘No Bur Days' or in areas controlled by the Protection of the
Environment Operations (Clean Air) Regulation 2002.
