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CAPTURING FILM AND PHOTO IMAGES AND SOUND RECORDINGS 

IN KAKADU NATIONAL PARK

HOW TO OBTAIN A PERMIT

When a permit is required

A permit is required by persons capturing an image for commercial purposes, including photographic, film or sound recordings on any medium, in or of Kakadu National Park.

Apply well in advance

People or organisations wishing to capture images or record sound should allow at least 14 days for their application to be reviewed. A minimum of 56 days notice may be necessary for some projects, particularly those involving Aboriginal people or areas closed to the public.

EPBC Act, Regulations and Permit Conditions

Filmmakers and photographers working in Kakadu are subject to the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999, Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Regulations 2000 and their Permit Conditions. The Permittee is responsible for ensuring that other crew members working with them in the park are familiar with, and adhere to, these requirements.

Attached to this application form is a set of Permit Conditions for consideration.  The Permit Conditions must be signed along with the Agreement attached to the Conditions.  A permit can not be issued until these documents have been received.
Overseas applicants

If you intend carrying out filming/photography for commercial purposes while in Australia it is a requirement under the Australian Migration Act 1958 that you obtain a 423 (Media and Film Staff Temporary Residence) Visa.  These can be applied for from any Australian Embassy.

Fees 

Permit applications fees are payable under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Regulations 2000.  The fees are set out in Part 3 of Schedule 11 of the Regulations.  The fees are: 

Cine/Video/Recording
- AU$250 per day or part-day


Still Photography
- AU$30 per permit

All filming at rock art sites must be accompanied by a member of Park staff and overseen by traditional Aboriginal owners of the site.  Still photography in public areas and at the three main art sites of Ubirr, Nourlangie Rock and Nangalawur may be done without accompaniment.  Photography at other art sites may be arranged and may need to be accompanied by Park staff and overseen by traditional owners.  

Traditional owners will negotiate a fee for their time but is generally $130 per site.

Permittees are required to receive a briefing by Park staff prior to commencing of filming and or photography.

CONDITIONS OF PERMIT

to capture images for commercial purposes in Kakadu National Park

This Permit is issued subject to the conditions set out herein

Contravention of a condition is an offence and may also result in suspension or cancellation of the Permit

Interpretation

In these conditions, unless the contrary intention appears –

“Act” means the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 and includes any Act which amends or replaces it.
“Agreement” means the agreement at the end of these conditions.

“Capture” for an image, means record the image by artistic representation, or on film, videotape or electronic medium.
“Director” means the Director of National Parks and includes any statutory successor to the Director and the Director’s servants and agents.

“Management Plan” means the Management Plan in force from time to time for the Park under the Act.

"Park" means Kakadu National Park.

“Permitted Activity” means the activity or activities authorised by this Permit.

“Permittee" means the holder or holders of this permit and includes any employees, agents or contractors of the Permittee used or otherwise engaged in carrying on the Permitted Activity. 

“Permittee’s staff” means the Permittee’s employees, contractors and other agents who take part in the Permitted Activity.

“Regulations” means the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Regulations 2000 and includes any Regulations which amend or replace them.

"Release and Indemnity” means the release and indemnity in the Agreement.

	Note:  These permit conditions may be varied, revoked or new conditions imposed in accordance with regulation 17.09 of the Regulations.  The Director may decide to vary or revoke the conditions or impose new conditions, but must do so where it is necessary to make sure that the matters or circumstances the Director is required to be satisfied about when issuing the permit continue to apply.



Conditions

Activity and use of images

A.1 Before commencing the Permitted Activity, the Permittee must attend a briefing given by staff of Kakadu National Park.

A.2 The Permittee must keep the Park Manager or the Park Media Officer informed of all locations and times at which the Permitted Activity is to be carried on.

A.3 The Permittee must not carry on the Permitted Activity in areas that are not Public Areas without the prior approval of the Director.

	Note:  In these conditions “Public Area” means an area that is not behind or beyond a barrier or fence and to which entry is not prohibited or restricted by or under the Regulations. Public Areas in the Park are generally listed in the Kakadu National Park Visitors Guide. 


A.4 The Permittee must comply with directions given by or on behalf of the Director regarding the conduct of the Permitted Activity in Public Areas.

A.5 The Permittee must not carry out filming at any of the following Aboriginal art sites unless accompanied by a member of the staff of Kakadu National Park or other representative of the Director:

a. Ubirr

b. Nourlangie Rock

c. Nangaluwur

A.6 Without prior approval, the Permittee must not capture / use any images taken of Aboriginal people or Parks Staff or capture / use any images of:

a. Non public access sites that are sacred to Aboriginals or otherwise of significance according to Aboriginal tradition; or

b. Aboriginal living areas or outstations.
A.7 The Permittee must not carry on the Permitted Activity within the Warradjan Cultural Centre in the Park.
A.8 If the Permitted Activity is to take place from aircraft the Permittee must request the pilot to operate the aircraft in accordance with the Kakadu Fly Neighbourly Agreement. 
	Note:  The Kakadu Fly Neighbourly Agreement was prepared with the Regional Airspace Users Advisory Committee and the Civil Aviation Safety Authority, and includes provisions about flight paths and heights and avoiding particular areas.  These provisions are to make sure visitors on the ground are not too disturbed by aircraft noise.  It also keeps aircraft away from living areas and helps maintain the privacy of residents.


A.9 The Permittee may drive, ride or tow a vehicle only on public roads, public access tracks and parking areas. 

A.10 The Permittee must not drive, ride or tow a vehicle on roads or tracks that are permanently, temporarily or seasonally closed by gates, signs or public notice. 
A.11 If any images captured under this Permit are used or reproduced in a film or television broadcast, the Permittee must ensure that the Park is identified, and that assistance provided by Park staff is acknowledged, in the film.

A.12 If any images captured under this Permit are used or reproduced in a film or television broadcast, the Permittee must ensure that the film or broadcast provides accurate information in relation to the Park.

A.13 The Permittee must not use any image captured under this Permit for advertising purposes, other than advertising a film or television broadcast in which the image is used or reproduced, without the prior approval from the Director.

Compliance

C.1 The Permittee must carry the Permit and these conditions, or a copy thereof, at all times whilst in the Park. 

	Note:  It is an offence against regulation 12.59 and 14.01 of the Regulations to fail to produce a permit for inspection upon request by a warden or, ranger. The Permit and conditions (or a copy) may be kept in the Permittee’s Nominated Vehicles provided that it can be produced for inspection upon request.


C.2 The Permittee must comply with the Act, the Regulations, the Management Plan, these permit conditions, and any other notices, information, guidelines, codes of conduct or protocols issued by or under the authority of the Director relating to the Park.

C.3 The Permittee must ensure that the Permittee’s staff are provided with accurate information in relation to the Park.
C.4 The Permittee must ensure that all of the Permittee’s staff are fully informed of and understand these permit conditions before they commence taking part in the Permitted Activity.
C.5 The Permittee must not:

a. interfere with, feed, handle or disturb any native animals;

b. pick fruits or flowers or damage any native plants;

c. damage (including deface) or remove any building or other structure, natural feature or cultural heritage place or object;

d. touch any rock art;

e. litter;

f. bring any firewood, weeds or animals into the park. 

	Note: The Regulations prohibit bringing plants (including firewood) and animals (including native animals and birds, other than guide and hearing dogs) into the Park.

Bringing firewood into the park poses a high risk of introducing pests (e.g. feral ants), weed seeds and diseases. Fallen timber may be collected within the park for use as firewood in the park. 
To prevent bringing weeds or weed seeds into the park, drivers should inspect and clean their vehicles thoroughly before entering the park if they have been off sealed roads outside the park, particularly in areas infested by mimosa or exotic grass (e.g. Adelaide River floodplains, Darwin, parts of Arnhem Land and the Kimberley).


Safety

S.1 The Permittee is responsible for the safety, well being and behavior of the Permittee’s staff.

S.2 The Permittee must take all reasonably practicable steps to ensure that the Permittee’s staff are not exposed to unreasonable risks to their health or safety whilst in the Park. 
S.3 The Permittee must ensure that procedures are in place to minimize the risk of potential hazards to the Permittee’s staff. 

	Note:  These procedures may include, but are not limited to, pre-touring briefings, use of safety equipment and head counts.


S.4 If any of the Permittee’s staff or the Permittee’s clients is killed, seriously injured, becomes seriously ill, or goes missing whilst in the Park, a member of Park staff must be notified as soon as possible and the Permittee must comply with any requests or directions from Park staff in relation to that person.

S.5 The Permittee must only use the Emergency Call Devices that are located in the Park to request medical help or a search and rescue or to notify Park staff of deaths or other serious incidents.

	Note:  Emergency Call Devices are located at Jim Jim and Twin Falls, Graveside Gorge, Jarrangbarnmi (Koolpin Gorge), Maguk, West Alligator Head and Gunlom.  


General

G.1 The Permittee must not carry on the Permitted Activity before the commencement of the Permit period.

G.2 The Permittee must not carry on the Permitted Activity unless the Permittee and a witness have signed and attested the Agreement at the end of the conditions, a copy of which must be lodged with the Tourism and Visitor Services section for the Park.
G.3 The Permittee must hold all licences and authorities required by law for the conduct of the Permitted Activity, and must abide by the provisions of all relevant Commonwealth, State or Territory laws relating to the Permitted Activity and any incidental or ancillary activities.

G.4 This permit cannot be transferred by the Permittee to another person or organization except in accordance with regulation 17.11 of the Regulations.

G.5 If the Permittee is a company or other incorporated body the Permittee must not have as a director or office holder a person who has been convicted of an offence against the Act or the Regulations within the previous five years.

G.6 The Permittee’s staff must not include any person who has been convicted of an offence against the Act or the Regulations within the previous five years.

The Permittee fully understands and agrees to abide by these Permit conditions.

(c) further without limiting paragraph (a), the Permittee will not use any image captured under the permit for advertising purposes, other than advertising a film or television broadcast in which the image is used or reproduced, without the prior written approval of the Director of National Parks;
(d) to release the Director of National Parks, the Commonwealth of Australia, and their servants and agents (‘the released parties’) from all and any claims which the Permittee might at any time hereafter have or have had against the released parties in respect of any injury, loss or damage which may be suffered by the Permittee in the course of the Permitted Activity, except to the extent that any act or omission involving fault on the part of the released parties contributed to the relevant injury, loss or damage; and 

(e) to indemnify and keep indemnified the Director of National Parks, the Commonwealth of Australia, and their servants and agents (‘the indemnified parties’) against all actions, proceedings, claims or demands brought against the indemnified parties in respect of any injury, loss or damage arising out of:

(i)
a breach of the permit conditions by the Permittee or the Permitte’s staff; or

(ii)
an act or omission involving fault on the part of the Permittee or the Permitte’s staff in carrying on the Permitted Activity,

except to the to the extent that any act or omission involving fault on the part of the indemnified parties contributed to the relevant liability, loss or damage.
