Botanic Gardens Car Park (5 minutes)

Take a walk in the Botanic Gardens
(45 -60 minutes) EASY

1 There are a number of marked paths which allow
you to explore the gardens, The cultivated areas
of the gardens provide a showcase of the beauty of
Australian plants. Specialised displays feature
botanically related plants, such as wattles and

plants that grow in
similar habitats such
as rainforests. There
are also walks which
take you around Lake
McKenzie, a natural
freshwater lake
within the Gardens.

Drive from the Botanic Gardens to Green

Patch @ (5 minutes)

1 Green Patch is a great
place for a picnic with free
BBQ6s and amenities

i Green patch beach is a
fantastic place to swim and
offers scenic views over Jervis Bay.

1 There is a large variety of wildlife at Booderee
National Park, including wallabies, marine life
and birds such as the rainbow lorikeet. (Please
note however you are not permitted to feed the
wildlife at the park).

Take the loop walk from Green Patch
to Bristol Point, returning to Green

Patch @ MEDIUM  |(1 hour)

This walk is best attempted when the tide is
low and can be ac-
cessed from the bot-
tom of the Green
Patch picnic area via
a small bridge. The
walk will take you to
a small secluded
beach and then
through to Bristol
Point.

You can then return to Green Patch by taking
the walk through the blackbutt forest.
