T
he 
g
overnment has recently amended the 
Product Stewardship (Televisions and Computers) Regulations 2011
 to include a 90 per cent material recovery target.
The target
 sets requirements for the m
inimum weight of materials
 to be recovered through the recycling process for further processing into useable materials. 
Together with the recycling targets set by the Regulations, the material recovery target will help to achieve better resource recovery and less waste sent to landfill.
The
 
90 per cent
 rate set for material recovery is
 consistent with the estimated average material recovery rate currently being achieved by Australian recyclers of televisions and computers. The target does not come into effect u
ntil 2014-15, 
to 
allow
 time to standardise measurement and reporting methodologies. 
The target was set following the completion
 
of a Regulation Impact Statement (RIS) and feedback received through consultation on the exposure draft 
of the 
Regulations.

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Responsibilities of 
Importers and Local Manufacturers
Importers and domestic manufacturers of significant numbers of televisions, printers and computer products are determined to be “
liable parties
” under the 
Product Stewardship (Televisions and Computers) Regulations 2011
. 
Liable parties
 
are required
 
to become a member of a “
co-
regulatory arrangement
”.
Who is liable under the scheme?
Liability is determined by the number of products imported 
into 
or manufactured in 
Australia in 
the previous financial year. Liability is 
considered 
separately for two product classes, “
Televisions
” and “
Computers, Printers and Computer Products
”. 
An importer or manufacturer is liable if 
they i
mported and/or manufactured
 more than a threshold amount of
 
a given 
product class during the previous financial year. The threshold amounts are: 
For televisions: 
For computers, printers and computer products: 
5,000 units of televisions 
5,000 units of computers or printers; or 
15,000 units of computer products
Liable parties are identified based on the Australian Customs and Border Protection Service records of imports.
 Products that are covered by the Regulations 
are determined by
 the
 
tariff classification
 numbers/statistical codes recorded at time of import.

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What are Liable Parties’ Responsibilities?
Liable parties’ primary obligation is to become a member of a co-regulatory arrangement. A co-regulatory arrangement is managed on behalf of liable parties and is responsible for achieving the recycling outcomes described in the Regulations. Contact details for organisations that have expressed interest in establishing a co-regulatory arrangement are below.
Each liable party is required to become a member of a co-regulatory arrangement by the membership census date of 
1 April 2012 
for the 2011-12 financial 
year
 and by 1 September in subsequent years. Substantial civil penalties apply if a liable party fails to meet its obligation to become a member of a co-regulatory arrangement.
